The primary objective of this programme is to identify and investigate various culturally unique issues
(such as cultural diversity, multiculturalism, and national identity) and critical problems (such as poverty,
environmental problems, and democracy) in Thailand through multi-disciplinary perspectives. Any
information, knowledge and news about Thailand that we receive through mass and social media may
have “subjectively” been constructed through personal ideological orientations, prejudices or deviated
facts. These media may also have narrated such subjectively constructed information and news as
generally accepted values. We often refer to Thailand by its widely accepted moniker, “the Land of
Smiles”, without carefully considering the reasons behind the labelling. This programme aims to critically
investigate locally specific issues and various unsolved social problems in Thailand and to equip students
with creative research skills that incorporate locally and culturally nuanced approaches. This field study
programme is organised as part of the COIL (Collaborative Online International Learning) course, in
which students have the opportunity to conduct joint-fieldwork with students from Thammasat University
in Thailand. At the end of the programme, students are required to present their findings, jointly working
with Thammasat students.

Social Innovation and
Entrepreneurship (SOLVE)

SOLVE is a locally-based practical training program intended to demonstrate how business concepts are
applied through social innovations and entrepreneurship. Program participants will interact with social
entrepreneurs and the community supported by them through Startup Business Camp where various
social enterprises are involved. Students will spend time with local social entrepreneurs, and join
creativity and personal development workshops. Participants will be grouped to discuss a social issue
such as poverty, unemployment, hunger, food, clean and sustainable environment and education, and
propose a business idea to solve this problem.
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Through interaction with people involved in the soy sauce industry as a traditional Japanese food
business, learn about the coexistence and co-prosperity of large corporations, small and medium-sized
enterprises, and micro-enterprises rooted in the community, and how to coexist with domestic and
international stakeholders (consumers, suppliers, farmers, etc.) in the soy sauce industry and the purpose
of business, to understand the purpose of business, the company's raison d'étre and role, and the
structure of the food industry. This program will also look at the role of business in food education and the
inheritance of food culture, including the expansion of business through the use of fermentation
technology in the soy sauce production process and international expansion. The on-site visit will include
companies and factory tours at large, small, and medium-sized soy sauce manufacturers, including
Kikkoman Corporation Takasago Factory in Takasago City, Hyogo Prefecture; Fundokin Shoyu in Usuki
City, Oita Prefecture; and Fukuoka Prefecture Soy Sauce Industry Cooperative in Chikushino City,
Fukuoka Prefecture.
