2 Also include other academic/professional qualifications (Lawyer, Doctor, Accountant etc.).
Work Experience

1 Always indicate the status, position etc. for all employment experience.
2 If your work did not change but the name of the company or university was changed, please fill in the same block.

3 Clearly indicate the year you began and the year you completed your positions of employment. Write “till present” for current employment status.

Research Publications
1 Each publication under each category should be numbered consecutively and listed from least recent to most recent.
2 Those yet to be published or to be presented should not be included.
3 If you edited a book and wrote a chapter, you should write under both “Edited Work” and “Book Chapter”.
