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English-basis international students registered for “Japanese Intermediate” in the AY 2024 Fall Semester, or those
who have already completed “Japanese Intermediate” but who have not yet registered for “Pre-Advanced Japanese.”
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The purpose of this program is to improve students’ Japanese proficiency through interaction with local residents and
activities in the community that cannot be experienced in regular courses in the classroom. The program will be held
over a two-week period, with classes taking place in a community center located in the Kannawa area in Beppu City,
which has a long history as a hot spring inn and is popular for its retro atmosphere. Not only studying in the class, but
students will learn through activities such as walking around the Kannawa area, experiencing Kannawa's famous
"jigoku-mushi ryori" (steamed food cooked in a steam-packed hell), staying at a hot spring inn, and interacting with
local people who live in Kannawa while learning about the area and conducting the project work in Japanese.
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Course Objectives
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The learning objectives of the program are shown below.

Language Proficiency

Reading: - Can read articles or essays about local areas (social or cultural content) and understand the main points.
Listening: - Can understand a discussion about specialized areas, if prepared in advance.

- Can collect and share local information related to a topic.

Speaking: - Can share collected information/experiences/ideas with group members in an easy-to understand way.
- Can express own opinions and respect others’ opinions in an interview / discussion.

- Can use appropriate expressions for goal/place, and explain in an easy-to-understand way.

Writing: Can write own thought on a designated topic using the kanji, vocabulary, expressions, and grammar already
learned.

Language Knowledge: Can use appropriate kanji vocabulary to achieve goals, such as places or names often used in
the area.

Intercultural Competency
- Can interact with local people who live in the area and deepen understanding of the area.
- Can cooperate with people from different cultural backgrounds to achieve goals through group activity.

Autonomous Learning Skills

- Can reflect on own learning and evaluate one’s learning process.

- Can set own tasks or goals, think about how to achieve them, and work proactively.
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Teaching Methods
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Classes will be held in the Community Hall in the Kannawa area throughout the mid-program, so that students can
gather information and interact with local residents based at the Hall. Activities includes two nights at a hot spring inn

in the Kannawa area.

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Practice Schedule
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This is an intensive program, so you can improve your Japanese skills by reviewing what you have learned that day
and preparing for the next day. There will be homework every day during the period.
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- Writing skills — 25% (Logs, task sheet, reflection sheet, etc.)
- Listening / speaking skills - 50% (speaking activities, interactions with residents, interviews, final presentation, etc.)
- Reading skills — 10% (reading things in the area, mini quiz, etc.)

- Class Participation — 15% (learning attitude, active participation in class activities, teamwork, etc.)
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In class, students will learn about the area where they live through activities such as sharing opinions in pairs or
groups and interacting with local residents. They will also cooperate with their groups to work on their project.
