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English-basis students registered for “Japanese Intermediate” in the AY 2025 Fall Semester, or those who
have already completed “Japanese Intermediate” but who have not yet registered for “Pre-Advanced
Japanese.”
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Course Overview
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The purpose of this program is to improve students’ Japanese proficiency through interaction with local
residents and activities in the community that cannot be experienced in regular courses in the classroom. The
program will be held over a two-week period, with classes taking place in a community center located in the
Kannawa area in Beppu City, which has a long history as a hot spring inn and is popular for its retro
atmosphere. Not only studying in the class, but students will learn through activities such as walking around
the Kannawa area, experiencing Kannawa's famous "jigoku-mushi ryori" (steamed food cooked in a steam-
packed hell), staying at a hot spring inn, and interacting with local people who live in Kannawa while learning
about the area and conducting the project work in Japanese.
