The Spanish as a Foreign Language (E/LE) curriculum at the Centro de Lenguas Modernas is articulated around a global and
inclusive vision of student training, trying to foster both their communicative competence in Spanish and their personal
development. That is why, in accordance with the European guidelines regarding language teaching (Common European
Framework of Reference for Languages, 2001 —from now on, CEFR—) developed for Spanish by the Instituto Cervantes in its
Curricular Plan, 2006, The CLM proposes an E/LE curriculum that treats the student from multiple perspectives, which can be
grouped into three main ones:
* The student as a social agent
* The student as intercultural speaker
* The student as an autonomous learner and in a group
Apart from this integrative and action-focused approach, the CLM establishes a journey through the three macro-levels of
linguistic development proposed by the Council of Europe (A, B and C) and following the curricular recommendations of the
Cervantes Institute, offers the following nine sub-levels:

Granada is the capital city of the province of Granada, in the autonomous community of Andalusia, Spain. Granada is located
at the foot of the Sierra Nevada mountains, at the confluence of four rivers, the Darro, the Genil, the Monachil and the Beiro.
Ascribed to the Vega de Granada comarca, the city sits at an average elevation of 738 m (2,421 ft) above sea level, yet is only
one hour by car from the Mediterranean coast, the Costa Tropical. Nearby is the Sierra Nevada Ski Station, where the FIS
Alpine World Ski Championships 1996 were held.
In the 2021 national census, the population of the city of Granada proper was 227,383, and the population of the entire
municipal area was estimated to be 231,775, ranking as the 20th-largest urban area of Spain. About 3.3% of the population did
not hold Spanish citizenship, the largest number of these people (31%; or 1% of the total population) coming from South
