Course Objectives

The APS Graduation Research studies conducted under this seminar for
4th-year students are designed to provide students the knowledge in the
application of Environmental Citizenship, Circular Bioeconomy and
Industrial Ecology tools and techniques to study the environmental and
social impacts of the different technology implementations. These
approaches and tools are generally used to evaluate products, processes,
and systems in their entire life cycle assessment (LCA), industrial
symbiosis, and sustainable consumption.

The main goal of this seminar is to:
1) Organize and structure a set of industrial ecology questions related to
technological systems e.g., energy system generation, distribution and
use on a life-cycle basis, tools design for environment (DfE), and
material flow analysis (MFA).
2) Demonstrate creativity and initiative to analyze the interaction among
the complex system components and qualify their aggregate impact on
the environment.
This seminar will build up a firm foundation in this domain of study.

Thus, students wishing to focus on circular bioeconomy and
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enviroenmnetal citizenship for their graduation research seminar and
thesis in the seventh and eighth semester (Year 4) are advised to take
this APS 4th Year Seminars in this orientation. The students are also
strongly advised to apply to this seminar after completing the 3rd year
Major Seminars I and II.

This seminar aims to provide: (1) intellectual stimulus, (2) pedagogic
guidance, (3) an enabling environment to help students conduct their
individual research studies, culminating in their Graduation Thesis, and
(4) a platform for future post-graduate research studies at APU or other

graduate schools.

Class Style

Intellectual stimulus and pedagogic guidance will be provided in a
classroom environment as well as through laboratory work and field-
based activities. In the classroom, this will include book reading club,
selected assignments, and presentation of findings tailored to the
research interests of the individual students. I often invite leading
researchers/practitioners to interact with the students in a seminar-
styled environment from time to time. Fieldwork is a likely component
of most studies conducted at this seminar and is strongly encouraged.

The research studies mainly are student-initiated or in some cases may
be part of a mentor-initiated research project. Such work may be
conducted individually or in a group but, wherever possible, a conscious
effort will be made to create synergies among the different individual
interests, thereby enhancing the significance of the research outcome.
By creating such an enabling environment, the selected works of
excellence from these research outcomes will be published and/or
presented at national/international conferences. This would create a
sound platform for post-graduate research studies, originating from the

Environment and Development (E&D) area of study in APS.

It is intended for students to understand the approach of Brain science,
Cognitive psychology, Neuropsychology, Physiology etc. There is a
possibility to utilize your conceptual idea to explore to understand how
our human activities are specified functionally. We wonder and have
questions about ourselves, what we are, why we live, through the
interpersonal communication in daily life. Then, learning brain science
answers to these questions, and gives you some clues how we should
spend and behave more efficiently. In other words, understanding our
brain function is a part of an approach to know how our emotions and
behaviours are decided and controlled.

Brain is managing us as a central executive. Our experiences are
structured by mental images, cognitions, and memories. The integration
of them creates our actual actions, and thought. For example, we can
discuss about a TV program with friends by recalling our past
experiences what [ watched and what I thought then. The experiential
storage and recollecting the information are managed in our brain, and
the result, discussing about the topic is made as our brain functional

output.

"Asian Rebalancing,” the Obama foreign policy in Asia had its own
manner of U.S. engagement. China's diplomatic relations with its
neighbors and dealing of the regional members with the United States
and China are mutually affecting and changing daily. The new "America
First" orientation under the presidency of Donald Trump has further
complicated America's relations with now "Indo-Pacific." Joe Biden
largely succeeds the growing anti-China orientation, but carefully seeks
a possible engagement of China in fear of a rising Eurasian alliance of
Russia and China.

This seminar course entails an area studies approach to enhance the
knowledge and understanding of Asia. Area studies has emerged and
developed as an academic discipline since the end of World War II. It
has been regarded as an enterprise seeking to know, analyse, and
interpret foreign cultures through an
“interdisciplinary/multidisciplinary” lens. Area studies specialists have
employed this lens since no single academic discipline is capable of
capturing an understanding of “other places” and “other peoples”. Yet,
perhaps because of their commitment to

interdisciplinarity/multidisciplinarity, area studies specialists are often

ciriticised for being too superficial and favouring empirical detail over
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theory. Students and scholars of area studies still face the “dilemma”
that Benedict Anderson, in 1978, called a “collective failure of nerves”:
area atudies scholars have either tried to follow their disciplinary fads
superficially or they have resorted to ‘defiantly crawling deeper into an
‘area-ist’ shell insisting — in a defensive, ideological way — on the
uniqueness and incomparability of the area of specialization, and
engaging in the study of ever more narrowly defined and esoteric topics’.
The aim of this course is twofold. The first is to see and understand the
internal dynamics of the region. The second is, more importantly, to
overcome the dilemma identified by Anderson by combining the area
studies project with a more theoretically sophisticated approach to the
study of place and culture. In this seminar, students are required to
develop original research questions, leading towards the successful
completion to an undergraduate thesis, by critically examining relevant
existing literature, and promote a critical understanding of theories and

methodologies widely used in the field of area studies.
