
Common Questions  

 

Q1. When will I know the transfer results? 

A1. Credits will be added when the semester’s grades are released. However, students will be notified 

of the transfer results in advance by Campus Terminal (Action Required) message. 

 

Q2. Can I skip a year if all 30 credits are transferred? 

A2. If you wish to graduate early, apply to the Accelerated Graduation Program. 

 

Q3. What is a syllabus?  

A3. An outline of the course which includes subject name, course description, grade evaluation, 

course objectives, number of class hours, and number of classes.  

 

Q4. What should I do with a syllabus that is not written in English/Japanese? 

A4. Submit it with an English or Japanese translation attached. 

 

Q5. Are there subjects which cannot be transferred? 

A5. Subjects not offered at APU such as physical education or arts cannot be transferred. 

 

Q6. What should I do if I cannot compile all the documents by the deadline?  

A6. Credit transfer screening cannot be done without the academic transcript and course syllabus. 

Please make sure to consult the office if your submission will be late.  

 

Q7. Can credits from educational institutions other than university or junior college be transferred?  

A7. Credits from institutions other than a higher education institute accredited in your home country 

and equivalent to university or junior college will not be transferred.
