Cloud storage is a way to store data on the internet so that they can be accessed anytime, from any 

device, anywhere with an internet connection, so it is easy to edit and save files even without a USB 

memory stick. In addition, OneDrive for Business includes a function that allows you to share your 

files or folders with other users. Using this function, multiple users can create and edit files together.

Click [Upload], then select your file. Click [Open] to upload your file to OneDrive.

※You can save a total of 20,000 items to OneDrive (all items displayed in OneDrive - files, folders, 
and links). 

※You cannot upload files with the [*.tmp] or [*.ds_store] file extension to OneDrive. 
※If a file with the same file name has already been uploaded to OneDrive for Business, a box will 

pop up that says “A file with this name already exists. Would you like to overwrite it?” If you 
select “Overwrite” then the original file will be overwritten. 

※Uploaded files and folders can only be viewed by the original user. If you would like to share your 
items with other users please refer to the How to Share Files manual.

How to Download Files 

You can access the cloud and download files from your home or work PC. 

*The screenshots in this manual show the screen when using the Internet Explorer browser.

Access OneDrive, select the files you want to download, then click [Download]. You can then select 
[Save] or [Save As] to download the file to your PC. 

If you select multiple files or a whole folder then click [Download], the files will be combined into 
one .zip folder for download.

How to Share Files with Other Users 
 
Access OneDrive, check the files you would like to share, then click [Share]. Type in the  
email addresses of the users with whom you would like to share the file, then click [Send]  
to send those users an email with a link that can be used to access the files.  
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
※The initial settings have “Allow anyone with the link to edit” on by default.  

If you would like other users to only be able to view the file, not edit, please click  
[Only allow designated users to edit] then remove the check from the “Allow Editing” box.  
Click “Apply” to save your settings, then add the email addresses.

How external users (those without a Microsoft account) can access shared files  
１．Access the URL of the file/folder, enter the email address to which you want to share  

the file/folder URL, and click [Next].  
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２．When "Enter Code" appears, enter the "code" you received in the URL shared to the
