University’s response to COVID-19 infections (Sixth report)

Five APU students were found to be positive for COVID-19. None of them are AP House residents, nor
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have they been to the campus in the last two weeks. Under the guidance of the public health center, we

are continuing to investigate people with whom they have had close contact.

This time, we found out that the infection was transmitted through a dinner party and karaoke. In
particular, all students who participated in karaoke have been infected. In addition to the request from
Oita Prefecture to all residents, APU has been implementing infection prevention measures and
awareness raising activities for all students, but we take the outbreak of the multiple cases very seriously.
We will continue to work to prevent the spread of infection among students, faculty and staff through
the following measures:

+ A message to all students from the Vice President will be sent

- Distribution of videos on infection prevention

+ Infection prevention instructions in each class

- Through the above, students will be instructed to refrain from dining out or going to karaoke, which

are considered hotbeds of infection.

APU is currently offering a combination of online and in-person classes. There is no change in the policy

for classes and extracurricular activities at this time.
