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Since opening in 2000, Ritsumeikan Asia
Pacific University (APU) has produced more
than 18,000 alumni who are now active all
over the world, and the Alumni Association
now boasts 26 chapters outside Japan.
Since its inception, APU has welcomed
students from a total of 155 countries and
regions, and it is currently home to around
2,600 international students from 90
countries and regions who account for half
the student body.

Since April 2020, APU has been registered as an applicable university
for the “Beppu Hot Springs City Hometown Tax Donation Program
(cooperation project between Beppu City and universities),” which
utilizes the tax payments of Beppu City, Oita Prefecture.

A hometown tax donation is a "donation” given to prefectures or
municipalities. In principle, the total donated amount becomes the
deductible target of income tax and individual residence tax, except
for an out-of-pocket amount of 2,000 yen. Accordingly, the donator is
able to continuously support APU in a manner where there is almost
no substantial spending of money. People who are originally from
Beppu City and those who are not are able to use donations to deduct
a portion of their income tax and residence tax currently being paid.
Residents who currently live in Beppu City can also make donations
(however, a gift in return is not applicable). 94.65% of the amount
donated by everyone is allocated to APU as support funds (grants),
and 5.35% to Beppu City as an administrative expense.
